(c) Flies are numerous in practically all areas on the
Post. The breeding places have been located and re-
comnendations for destroyel end removel of these
breeding areas have been made. Traps, tapes and
insecticide spray are used regulerly. '

Heelth Officer has made a survey of eeting establish-
ments in Fry and has posted rating cards in each
restaurant indicating the sanitary condition of each
establishment. Restaurents rated A and B are satis-
factory and those reted C are considered unsetisfactory.
The above informstion was brought to the attention of
the members of this command through the Fost Daily
Bulletin.

(1) A newly constructed swimning pool which is being used for
training and recreetionel purposes was placed into opera-
tion 23 July 194lLi. The pool is 75 feet under, 150 feet
long, depth from | to 9 feet and a capacity of & milliom
gallons of water, The pool is a recircﬁlating type, the
treetment #ill comsist of coagulation, sedimentation,
filtration, and chlorination. Alum and soda ash will be
used for coagulation ard control of PH. At present, duse
to delay of materizls for the filters, the pool is
operating as a £ill and Jdraw type, sods ash and chlorine
are being introduced throurh recirculation snd a chlorine
residual of .L to .7 vsrts per million is meintained.
