Stock and range conditions have improved i n  t h i s  dis- 
t r i c t  in  the last two months. l?le grass and shrubs 
have made considerable growth. Reservoirs t h b  have 
been dry f o r  sometime are now fu l l  of water, allox- 
Ing a s h i f t  o f  stock t o  areas t h a t  could not be wed 
before. And has a l l o ~ e d  a r e s t  on the ran@ most heav- 
i l y  grazed near permanent water. Barring a very severe 
winter,  I believe stock i n  t h i s  d i s t r i c t  w Z 1  come 
thru  the winter i n  f a i r  shape.
