III. REQUEST FOR APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  



April 20, 2009, Meeting

Mike Boardman moved to accept the Minutes of the Meeting of April 20, 2009.  Seconded by Mary Ann Black.  
VOTE:  Unanimous in favor.   Herrewig abstained as he was not present.  Minutes of April 20, 2009, were accepted.  No objections heard. 


May 11, 2009, Work Session 

Jim Herrewig moved to accept the Minutes of the Work Session of May 11, 2009.  Seconded by Carl Robie.  

VOTE:  Unanimous in favor.  Boardman abstained as he was not present.  No objections heard.  Minutes of May 11, 2009, were accepted. 
IV.
CONTINUED DISCUSSION OF ADWR SCOPE OF WORK WITH FOCUS 
ON DEVELOPMENT AND COMPREHENSIVE PLAN WITH 
MEASUREABLE OBJECTIVES:  

Whitmer and Carr provided the hard copy of the Upper San Pedro Water District Comprehensive Water Resources Draft Plan – May 15, 2009 (16 pages with a cover).   They provided a disk which will be the Appendix to the Plan. 
Carr brought to the attention of the Board the blanks on Page 13, and that these spaces need the input of the Board.  Robie stated that there is sentiment that the blanks should be completed by the Permanent Board.  Whitmer informed the Board that they are going to working with USGS for further information for the completion of these blanks.   Carr suggested that “a distance as specified by the District” could be added.  Hanson stated that the Board cannot enforce these distances necessarily because of the lack of land use authority.   

Black made a suggestion that the overlay zone used by the County of two miles be used and that way the District could be consistent with the County.   Robie proposed the question of whether the capture map supports the two mile zone.  Carr stated that ADWR can create the rule that the developer has to meet the goals of the District.  Rutherford addressed the concern of setting up a two tiered requirement process.  Carr stated that this would still be part of the ADWR’s administrative process and it is a one track plan.    Carr stated that developers will have to show no impact to the River and be in keeping with the goals of the District.  

Herrewig asked the Board’s attorney, Hanson, whether Prop 207 plays a role and with regard to the land use decisions.  Hanson stated that he will review Prop 207 and advise the Board further.  

Carr stated that ADWR wants to present the document as a final draft for the next meeting in June.

V.
INVOICE SUBMISSION AND APPROVAL:
There were two (2) invoices submitted for payment at this Meeting  (the invoices were provided to the Board in advance of the Meeting for their review with the Agenda) as follows:

Invoices for the Standards of Conduct in the Public Sector (class for open meeting law) for Richter (May 31, 2008) and Robie (February 29, 2008) each in the amount of $23.63.         
Jim Herrewig made a motion to approve and pay the invoices for Richter of May 31, 2008, and Robie of February 29, 2008, in the amount of $23.63 each.  Boardman seconded the motion.  All members in favor.  No objection heard.


VI.
PUBLIC OUTREACH/STATEMENT OF WORK:

The Statement of Work (which was provided to the Board prior to the Meeting with the Agenda) was discussed with regard to approval.  Black moved to approve the Scope of Work as it relates to creating an RFP and attaching it to the RFP.  Herrewig seconded the motion.  Boardman inquired about the costs and who would be responsible for the costs of this as it relates to working with the County.  Hanson stated that the cost would be for the process to assist in the procurement process, but that he did not know the exact costs.   He said there is a possibility of putting a cap on the expenditures.  After this discussion, approval was unanimous to use the Scope of Work as the framework for the RFP.

Herrewig made a motion to direct the Board’s Attorney (Hanson) to draft an IGA and negotiate it with the Board of Supervisors in consulting with a member of the Organizing Board (Chairman) for presentation and Board approval at the June Meeting.   Boardman seconded the motion.  All members in favor.


Hanson stated that the draft of the IGA could be ready for the June Meeting in Sierra Vista and Rutherford stated that it could be voted on at that time.

Boardman stated that an objection of the District is to assist Fort Huachuca and the protection of the Fort.  He stated that there should be consideration made and that a position on the Permanent Board should be for a nonvoting advisor type of person such as a permanent federal observer.  Hanson stated that when the legislation was approved, this was not a part of it.  He did state that a revision may be necessary in the future and that a recommendation for altering the legislation may be in order.   Carr stated that this might be better addressed in the Organizational Plan. 

 
VII.  
CALL TO THE PUBLIC:

Cado Daily:  Started to provide input for the “Executive Summary” regarding comments, syntax and editing to make the document easier for the public to read as follows:  Page 3, Line 7 and 8 regarding the “special water related issues” and that this was too broad; Page 3, Lines 29 and 40:  regarding the “disruption of the flow of the River” and that this was speculative and thinks that it would be better to say that it should be ceased; further on Page 4, Line 5, Daily suggested that “growth of the Sierra Vista metropolitan area” sounds as if this is the main cause of the problem for the River and doesn’t address the sub-watershed; and Page 4, Line 27, with regard to “significant component of ‘local control’ over water” sounds pandering and that it is insincere.  Based on the time limit for individuals to address the Board, it was requested that Cado’s further comments be prepared in email form, to be forwarded to Assistant Susan Shuford for distribution to the Board.  Robie stated as a reminder that the full document will be provided for the public’s review and input.
Gene Fenstermacher:  Expressed his appreciation for the attention given to the changes he suggested to the Plan on Page 15.
Tricia Gerrodette:  Requested that map in the document provided at this evening’s meeting be deleted and that a map be included that would be easier for the public as a whole to comprehend.  She suggested a map that shows the boundaries of the District and the sub-watershed within it.
