WHEREAS, pursuant to ARS § 48-6401, et seq., the Arizona Legislature has authorized the establishment of a water district for a portion of the Upper San Pedro watershed (“District”), if an election is called by the Cochise County Board of Supervisors and District voters approve the establishment of the District; and


WHEREAS, as part of the authorizing legislation, pursuant to ARS § 48-6416, the organizing board for the District (“Organizing Board”) has prepared and is providing to the public:  a. A detailed plan of organization for the upper San Pedro water district; b. A financial plan; c. A comprehensive plan for the conservation, reuse, recharge and augmentation of water in the district designed to achieve the goal of the district; d. An election plan for the district that includes an election for the formation of the district, an election for members of the board of directors of the district; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to ARS § 48-6406, at the request of the Organizing Board, an election may be called by the County Board of Supervisors at the next regular general election for the formation of the District and election of seven (7) board members; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED AS FOLLOWS: 
The Organizing Board hereby requests that the Cochise County Board of Supervisors call an election at the next regular general election, to be held on November 2, 2010, for formation of the District and election of seven (7) board members.
