III. PUBLIC OUTREACH: 
Vice Chairman Holly Richter provided an updated Statement of Work to the Board.  She will forward this to the Board prior to the May 18, 2009, Meeting.  It is requested that the Board review the content prior to the May 18, 2009 Meeting and add the item to the Agenda for a vote at that time.  
There was brief discussion about the procurement process and getting confirmation from the Board’s attorney, Britt Hanson about the County entering into an IGA with the Organizing Board for a public outreach consultant.  Hanson stated (previously) that in order to start the process with the County’s Procurement Director is the statement of work and a rough estimate of hours.

Richter asked Coffman (as Treasurer) if there is a cap on the budget for the consultant.  He stated that there was not that he was aware of.  Further, she questioned if there is an amount in the Board’s budget for the election process.  Robie stated that as long it was held in the regular election, there would not be.  Ladd pointed out the need for publicity monies through the outreach and election processes. 
IV. CONTINUED DISCUSSION OF ADWR SCOPE OF WORK WITH FOCUS ON DEVELOPMENT AND COMPREHENSIVE PLAN WITH MEASUREABLE OBJECTIVES:  

Tom Carr (ADWR) provided a hard copy of the short version of the Comprehensive Water Resources Plan (summary/action plan) which was discussed at the April 20, 2009, Meeting.  Whitmer requested input from the Board at the May 18, 2009, Meeting, on this draft, specifically on pages 11 (regarding the conservation easements, acres of land on the Babocomari and San Pedro River, etc.) and 13 (would like input as to the distance of wells from the SPRNCA boundaries - “protection zones”).  Richter is providing a map to ADWR for use.  Carr requested that a decision on the final document be voted on at the May 18, 2009, Meeting.    
Whitmer stated that all of the comments and feedback received from Board Members and interested persons have been included in the full Plan (100+ pages).  Carr stated that ADWR would be ready by the end of the month to engage with the public outreach consultant to assist in preparation of public information if this plan is decided upon.
Carr reminded the Board that this is a proposal and may be revised once the Board receives public input. 

The full Comprehensive Water Resources Plan will be provided in a hard copy format at May 18, 2009.  Because of the size of the Plan, it is unable to be emailed.  Carr stated that they envision putting the Appendices on a CD that will be enclosed in the back of the final Plan. 
Whitmer and Carr requested photographs of the San Pedro River for potential use on the cover.
