Monsoon activity kicked into high gear 

in August for central and northwestern 
Arizona. Most of the state has now had 

nearly average rainfall for the sum-
mer, though we still have a deficit 

from the dry winter and spring. 
 

The extreme drought condition (D3)
across Maricopa, Pinal and La Paz 

counties has improved to severe 
drought (D2), while the severe 

drought condition that encompassed 
most of the state has improved to 

moderate drought (D1) stretching 

from Mohave County in the northwest 
along the Mogollon Rim to Cochise 

County in the southeast. The extreme drought in the northeast has improved slightly in 
eastern Coconino and central Apache counties.  

 
More rainfall is forecast for the rest of September, which will bring further improve-

ments, though the deficit of moisture is likely to remain beyond the end of the mon-
soon.
