Drought Status Update
June 2010

Short-term Drought Status Update

Dry conditions continued across Arizona through June, with little rainfall since April in most areas of
the state. A few scattered storms brought some light rain showers to high elevation areas across
northern and eastern Arizona, but many locations experienced dry thunderstorms. The dryness,
coupled with above normal temperatures and above-average winds - especially in the southern and
southeastern part of the state - has increased the fire danger across much of the forest and
rangeland. The Colorado Plateau continues to have moderate to severe drought across Coconino,
Navajo and Apache counties. The southern rangeland has experienced above-average winds and is
also quite dry awaiting the arrival of monsoon moisture that will bring much needed rainfall. Southern
Arizona had a relatively dry winter, so the summer rains will be very important for replenishing
stockponds and aquifers and greening up rangeland vegetation.
