Introductions of Attendees.

Approval of Prior Meeting Minutes.

Update from Arizona DroughtWatch.

Byron Steward advised that Mike Crimmins was out of the office and so could not participate in the meeting today. However an email from Mr. Crimmins was read regarding the status of the drought.

Update from Arizona Department of Water Resources.
Susan Craig advised that due to the reorganization of ADWR, there is no longer a planning section; however she will still support the LDIG until told she cannot. An open invitation was given for a meeting with NWS on August 4th. Input is essential as Mohave and Pinal are the only counties with active LDIG’s. Discussion was held regarding a water resource sustainability study which received funding.

Update on Current County Conditions.


Rob Grumbles provided CLIMAS report information.

Doyle Wilson noted that in a study conducted over 40 years in the Lake Havasu region, June shows as the driest month. 

Mike Gross reported that the vegetation is spotty and tank levels are down.

Presentation by Fred Weyermiller, Flood Warning System Supervisor, on Mohave County ALERT Flood Warning System Sensor Locations, Reports, and Online Tools.

Fred Weyermiller gave a presentation on how the ALERT Flood Warning System works and how the data can be applied to the LDIG. Discussion ensued. Mr. Weyermiller discussed a project that is in place to work with the incorporated cities to install weather gauges within their boundaries.

Presentation of Current Monitoring Locations and Discussion on Methods of Filling Gaps in Geographic Coverage.
Byron Steward presented a map indicating monitor locations countywide. Copies of the map were distributed to the group. Zelda Wright will be contacted to have the County’s Traffic Control Division assist with monitoring areas that are not currently being reported on. Rob Grumbles will work with Liz Durst to correct contact errors for some of the current monitors.

Call to the Public.

Byron Steward advised that the steering committee member’s terms are almost up. The cities have 2 year terms, while the Board of Supervisors appointments initially have 3 year terms. All committee member terms following the end of the initial terms will be two years. Doyle Wilson, Vance Barlow and George Sedich are on the next Board of Supervisors agenda for reappointment. There has been no nomination for the Bullhead City area yet.
