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INTRODUCTION

The United States of America, for the benefit of the Hopi Tribe, hereby submits its amended
Statement of Claimant for water rights on behalf of the Hopi Tribe. This claim is submitted pursuant
to the Minute Entry, dated May 9, 2003. Additionally, this claim is submitted pursuant to the
guidance provided by A.R.S. §§ 45-183 and 45-254 as interpreted by the Arizona Supreme Court
to apply to federal reserved water right claims on Indian reservations. San Carlos Apache v.
Superior Court, 144 Ariz. 265, 278 (1985) (“Since federal law is supreme, it follows that claims
based on rights granted by federal law, including the Winters doctrine, will be sufficient under the
statute even though the information provided does not include that required to support claims based
on state law. Also, see A.R.S. § 45-254(C), requiring only such information as is “appropriate.”™).

A. Legal Basis for the Claims

The legal basis for these claims is the federal reserved water rights doctrine.¥ See Winters
v. United States, 207 U.S. 564 (1908); Arizona v. California, 373 U.S. 546 (1963); and Cappaert v.
United States, 426 U.S. 128 (1976). The United States Supreme Court has consistently interpreted
the federal reserved rights doctrine to mean that when the Federal Government reserves land, it
reserves not only the land but also the amount of water necessary to accomplish the purpose of the
reservation. See Ariz. v. Cal, 373 U.S. at 596; Cappaert, 426 U.S. at 138. The Anzona Supreme
Court has followed the United States Supreme Court in recognizing that “the essential purpose of
Indian reservations is to provide Native American people with a “permanent home and abiding
place.” In re the General Adjudication of All Rights to Use Water in the Gila River System and
Source, 201 Ariz. 307,313 (2001). Accordingly, the United States claims sufficient water to provide
for the present and future water needs necessary to fulfill the purposes of the Hopi Reservation as

a permanent home and abiding place for the Hopi people.

YThe claims to the water rights for the Hopi newly acquired lands are not based on federal reserved
water rights. Instead, those water rights were provided for explicitly by Congress as explained in
Section E below.

_3.
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All of the uses claimed herein are for waters reserved for the benefit of the Hopi Tribe, whose
aboriginal presence on lands contained within the Hopi Reservation involved domestic, communal,
cultural, agricultural and other types of water consumption. Accordingly, the priority date for all of
the Hopi water rights is aboriginal, or time immemorial.? See United States v. Adair, 723 F.2d 1394,
1414 (9" Cir. 1983).

B. Categories of Water Uses

The stated claims are based on the following categories of water uses:

1) domestic, commercial, municipal and industrial;

2) heavy commercial,

3) heavy industrial/ mining related industry;

4) springs, stock ponds and wells;

5) past and present irrigation; and

6) Hopi newly acquired lands.

At this time, the United States is unable to state specific claims for religious and ceremonial uses of
water by the Hopi Tribe, but does not waive its right to assert such claims if and when evidence of
such uses is made known to the United States. Within each category of use, amounts may be
claimed for the past and/or present uses of the Hopi, as well as for the future needs of the Hopi. See
Ariz. v. Cal., 373 U.S. at 600. A summary table of the total claim is provided at the end of this
pleading.

C. Subseguent Revision or Supplement to Claims

The United States submits these amended claims to inform the Court, the Arizona

#The one exception to the time immemorial priority date is the claim for the Hopi newly acquired
lands. As explained in Section E, the Navajo-Hopi Land Dispute Settlement Act of 1996 specifically
provides for the water rights on the newly acquired lands, including priority dates. Accordingly, the
United States does not claim a time immemorial priority date for the Hopi newly acquired lands but
instead claims the priority dates that are provided for those lands by the 1996 Act.

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Department of Water Resources, and the parties of the nature and extent of the water rights which

the United States owns in trust for the Hopi. These amended claims are based on the best

information available to the United States at this time. However, the federal government continues

to investigate the Hopi water rights and further supplementation of this claim may be necessary in

the future. Additionally, further claim amendment may be necessary when the United States submits

its amended claim on behalf of the Navajo Nation at the proper time allotted by the Court.
CLAIMS ON BEHALF OF THE HOPI TRIBE

A. Domestic, Commercial, Municipal and Industrial

For the benefit of the Hopi Tribe’s present and future domestic, commercial, municipal and
industrial (“DCMI”) water uses, the United States claims the right to 11,211 acre-feet per year or a
rate of approximately 10 million gallons per day. The water source for this DCMI claim is the N
Aquifer. The claim for 11,211 acre-feet per year for the Hopi Tribe’s present and future DCMI uses
is based on future Hopi population projections and estimated rates of water consumption per capita.

L. Per Capita Water Usage

In terms of total quantity, the DCMI water demand in a community or region can be
estimated on the basis of a per capita demand in gallons per day (“gpcpd™). Based on comparisons
with local area water use and state averages, the Hopi Tribe’s per capita demand in gallons per day
is 160 gpcpd. This water use represents several components including: residential indoor use;
residential outside use; commercial use; light industrial use; public uses and system losses.

2. Hopi Population Projections

According to United States’ consultants, the Hopi population is predicted to achieve a stable
population of approximately 62,512 by the year 2175. The population forecast is based on 2000
Census data, demographic methodology and data, information collected from Hopi tribal reports,
interviews with Hopi tribal members and employees and other sources. The population projection

is based on current and future geographic distribution of villages and other population centers on the
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Reservation.
3. Population Maps and Tables
A table outlining the estimate of future Hopi population and geographic distribution 1s
attached as Appendix 1. A second table, attached as Appendix 2, outlines the actual demands in acre
feet per year based on 160 gpepd. Finally, a map entitted Population Regions and Long-term DCMI
Demands is enclosed as Appendix 3 for the purpose of providing a geographic overview of the Hopi
population centers combined with the projected long-term DCMI demands.

B. Heavv Commercial

The United States, on behalf of the Hopi Tribe, claims 556 acre feet per year for use on Hopi
land located near Winslow, Arizona. The water source for this claim is the C Aquifer. Pursuant to
the Hopi Tribe’s economic development plans, the purpose of this water right is to develop a tourist
resort including a major Hopi visitor center, museum, a golf course and hotel.

C. Heavv Industrial / Mining Related Industry

The United States, on behalf of the Hopi Tribe, claims 3,000 acre feet per year for present
and future use in coal mining-related industry. The water source for this claim is the N Aquifer in
the northern section of the Hopt Reservation.

D. Springs, Stock Ponds and Wells

The United States, on behalf of the Hopi Tribe, claims the use of springs, stock ponds and
wells located on the Hopi Reservation. The Hopi have historically utilized springs, stock ponds and
wells for a variety of uses and continue to use these resources today. Enclosed as Appendix 4 are
a group of maps labeled as the Spring, Well and Impoundment Maps. These USGS quad maps on
a 1:100,000 scale provide a geographic overview of the locations of the springs, stock ponds and

wells claimed below.¥

#The labeling system for the quad maps works as follows. The first letter designates whether the
location is a spring, stock pond or well, ie: S = spring; I = stock pond/impoundment; and W = well.
The two numbers following the designation letter reference the plate number on which that spring,

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1. Springs
The United States claims 338 springs for cultural, domestic, stock and irrigation uses. Atan
average rate of 6.5 acre feet per year, the total spring claim is 2206.1 acre feet per year.¥ A detailed
list of springs is attached as Appendix 5.
2. Stock Ponds
The United States claims 561 impoundments for stockwatering purposes. The total capacity
of these impoundments is 4,499 acre feet per year. A detailed list of impoundments is attached as
Appendix 6.
3. Wells
The United States claims 206 wells for domestic and stockwatering purposes with a total
diversion of 1,339 acre feet per year. A detailed list of wells 1s attached as Appendix 7.

E. Past and Present Irrigation

The United States, on behalf of the Hopi Tribe, claims the right to divert 49,136 acre-feet per
year from the five washes that flow from north to south through the Hopi reservation.? The five
washes are Moenkopi, Dinnebito, Oraibi, Polacca, and Jadito. On average, the irmgation diversion
is 28,700 acre-feet per year. However, the United States claims the maximum acre-feet per year in
order to prbvide an adequate water supply for irrigation in years that the water is available. This
claim is based on past and/or present uses of water by the Hopi Tribe for purposes of irrigating the

specified tracts of land from the indicated washes.

stock pond or well is located, te: SO11 designates a spring located on Plate 1. An index map of the
plates is also included for ease of reference. The final number in the label references a specific
number assigned to each spring, stock pond or well on its corresponding plate.

¥The flow rate claimed is 6.5 acre feet per year unless actual flow rate is greater than 4 gallons per
minute.

¥ Approximately 53 acres of irrigated lands are located near minor tributaries to the Little Colorado
River rather than tributaries to the five washes.

L. Technical basis for past and present irrigated acreage claim.
The Hopi Tribe has historically irrigated and continues to irrigate crops on the Hopi
Reservation. The past and present irrigated acreage was identified based on interpretation of aerial
photos taken since 1934 and field assessment. These identified lands were divided into five

irrigation types based on water source and crop as follows:
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Perennial Irmigation - Perennial surface water available to the parcel, conveyed by permanent
structures.

Seasonal Irrigation - Seasonal surface water available to the parcel and used on planted
fields; water is conveyed by structures ranging from temporary and/or permanent spreader
dikes to diversion with ditches.

Range Pasture Irrigation - Seasonal surface water available to the parcel and used to improve
range for pasture; water is conveyed by structures ranging from temporary and/or permanent
spreader dikes to diversions with ditches.

Native Irrigation - Seasonal surface water available to the parcel with minimal water control

structures, water arrives at the parcels by strategic placement of the parcel rather than by
conveyance of the water.

Spring Irrigation - Perennial groundwater available to the parcels obtained and distributed

from a spring.

The Hopi Tribe also crops land that is not wrrigated and relies upon precipitation. These

precipitation farmed lands were identified, but are not associated with a water right claim.

The seasonal water supplies in the five northern washes for 1950 through 1993 were

estimated using the Precipitation Runoff Modeling System (PRMS) created by the United States
Geological Survey. The PRMS model estimates daily runoff based on precipitation, temperature,
solar radiation, and physical characteristics of the area being modeled. Crop water requirements

were estimated using the Modified Jensen-Haise method to determine evapotranspiration (ET)
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adjusted by crop coefficients based on crop type, typical planting dates, and cultural cropping
practices. The irrigation diversions and irrigation depletions were estimated using a deficit irrigation
simulation model that considers the available flows (from PRMS) for irngation and potential crop
ET. The model tracks soil moisture and adjusts crop ET based on soil moisture. A deficit irrigation
model was used because full water supplies for the crops are seldom available. The seasonal water
supply limits irrigation diversions and depletion. The past and present irrigation claim is for the
maximum estimated diversion for irrigation during the period of analysis.

The water supply for perennial and spring irrigation is usually available throughout the
irrigation season (April through September). However, because of the nature of springs and the fact
that the perennial flows occur only in sections of the washes, a full irrigation supply is not always
available. The irrigation supply for these lands was therefore estimated to be 90 percent of the
irrigation requirement.

2. Qutline of the past and present irrigation claim

The following two tables outline the past and present irrigation claim. Table 1, Presently and
Historically Irrigated Acreage in the Five Wash Basins through the Hopi Reservation, designates the
past and present irrigated acreage divided by wash. Table 2, Estimated Irrigation Depletion and
Diversion for Presently and Historically Irrigated Lands on the Hopi Reservation, outlines the
irrigation depletion and diversion in both average and maximum years.

In addition, a map labeled Presently and Historically Irrigated Lands 1s enclosed as Appendix
8 in order to provide an overview of the irrigated acreage based on the GIS coverages created from
interpretation of historical photos. The GIS coverages themselves are available for review if ADWR

determines such coverages would be helpful.

Hopi newlv acquired lands

Pursuant to the Navajo-Hopi Land Dispute Settlement Act of 1996, the Hopi Tribe purchased

five ranch properties south of the main Hopi Reservation. See 25 U.S.C.A. § 640d note. The issue

of water rights for these newly acquired lands is specifically addressed in Section 12 of that Act. fd.

Although these lands are not currently held in trust by the United States, applications to take the

lands into trust are pending before the Secretary of the Interior Department. Accordingly, the

United States claims the water rights for the Hopi newly acquired lands as provided in Section 12

of the 1996 Act and outlined in Table 3 below.

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The priority date of the water rights appurtenant to the Hopi newly acquired lands is provided
by the 1996 Act. Specifically, the 1996 Act provides the following:

Sec. 12. Water rights.
(a) In general -
(1) Water rights. — Subject to the other provisions of this section, newly acquired
trust lands shall have only the following water rights:
(A) The right to the reasonable use of groundwater pumped from such lands.
{B) All rights to the use of surface water on such lands existing under State
law on the date of acquisition, with the prionty date of such right under State
law.
(C) The right to make any further beneficial use on such lands of surface
water which is unappropriated on the date each parcel of newly acquired trust
lands is taken into trust. The priority date for the right shall be the date the
lands are taken into trust.

Pursuant to the language of the 1996 Act above, the United States claims the right to the reasonable
use of the groundwater pumped from the newly acquired lands and claims the state law priority date
for the surface water on the newly acquired lands that existed on the date of acquisition. Those
surface water priority dates are identified according to parcel in the set of water right abstracts

attached hereto as Appendix 9.
