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Fortunately, the Forest Service was prepared for these conservation workers. The massive
1,677-page, A National Plan for American Forestry (also called the Copeland Report),
published a few months previously, had suggested a comprehensive plan for more
intensive management of all the National Forest System lands. Included in the report
were hundreds of projects that needed money or people to complete them. The CCC
program was the ideal opportunity for young men
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
