The following comments are submitted in response to your
request for addressing the water iue in the Upper San Pedro
River area

The single issue is water supply and the demand placed upon
it by natural and cultural uses In all likelihood the San
Pedro River could have experienced the same fate as the Santa
Cruz and other metropolitan river systems but for the
congressional creation of the San Pedro Riparian Conservation
Area Likewige the establishment of Fort Huaohuca was the
catalyst for growth in the San Pedro River area Both are
biological sygtem placing demand upon the areas water
supply The water supply has been studied by several
governmental agencies and the apparent consensus is the water
within the San Pedro River area is hydrologically connected In
light of the simple fact that water not under force flows
downhill all up slope uses natural and cultural divert water
that would otherwise reach the San Pedro River With the tact
that water is nonrenewable resource in mind and relying on the
finding of the Arizona Department of Water Resources that the
water supply in the area is being overdraft it is time to
consider aolution not what should be studied next

The solutions must be grounded in the following three-tiered
gygtem conservation which involves education and
implementation effluent reuse and recharge injection wells
and area water augmentation through delivery of outside aufaae
water An aggressive area-wide conservation program should be
undertaken similar to Tucsons program Additionally water
users nhould implement low flow systems in all consumptive uses
and retrofit all existing systems busineeses homes Irrigating
ayütemg eta Efficient reuse of effluent for irrigating turf
and other landscape plants is an alternative to evaporation
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ponds Havingdetormined the amount of effluent needed for

reuse the balance must be ued for recharge through injection
wella that are strategically located to beat alleviate the cone

of depression and the up elope diversion of ground water between

the river and the population center The third part of the

solution system is importation of surface water Use of this

type of water would be means in reducing groundwater pumping
An example of this use would be to place ceiling on current

groundwater pumpera and any additional water need would be

augmented by the imported surface water and any new users would

only use imported water One source of Surface water is from the

terminus of the Central Arizona Project CAP in Tucson1
Arizona pipeline could be aenstructed for delivery of CAP
water to this area

The partnering of these solutions would follow along these

lines All cultural users could adopt the first solution one of

conservation education and implementation The second solution

is primarily adoptable by those entities having effluent at their

disposal such as Fort Huachuca and Sierra Vista Along with

effluent reuse the remaining effluent could be injeoted through
wells in the vicinity of their respective sewage treatment

plants The poat efforts would be targeted at the cone of

depression that exists near the posts eastern boundary and the

citys efforts would be targeted at the area between the river

and the city the area of up slope diversion of groundwater that

would otherwise reach the San Pedro River The third solution
importation of surface water would be sponsored by the

Department of Interior as an initiative to maintain target flows

of the San Pedro River The effort would be partnered among the

Bureau of Land Management the Army and other consumptive water

users in the Upper San Pedro River ytem That is these three

entities would be end users of the delivered water allowing for

the balanced use of the water supply through imported water

augmentation

Though not presented in any detail the three-tiered solution

system addressed above is positive approach to the use and

ultimate management of the areas water supply in concert with

all the biological demands
