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Authority Membership

1. Voluntary 
2. Must share in the costs of financing the projects and services of the authority
3. Any municipality regardless of whether it owns and operates a water treatment or distribution system
4. Any Title 48 entity that has the authority to treat and distribute water for domestic, commercial and industrial purposes
5. Any Title 45 county water augmentation authority
6. Any Title 45 county water authority 
7. Members do not have to be adjoining/coterminous
8. Counties?  
9. Private water companies?  Is ACC approval needed to join?
10. Other water-centered Title 48 entities?
11. Private entities?  If not, how are their interests protected?
12. Tribes?  If so, is there an issue with sovereign immunity?
13. United States?

Authority Governance

1. Board of directors

a. Should each member be entitled to appoint one member of its governing body to the board of directors?

b. Should only members that are public bodies be represented on the board of directors?  The answer to this question seems related to whether the authority is given the power of eminent domain.

c. If private entities are allowed to sit on the board of directors, how is representation determined?  Should private entities be ex officio representatives?

2. Term of office could be unlimited or for a set term of years

3. Is the authority a municipal corporation?  If so, what are the implications?

Authority Formation Alternatives

1. Petition to each county in which members are located.  Each county holds a public hearing on the petition for public comments.  County determines whether to grant petition.  Any aggrieved person or entity may contest the formation by filing an action in superior court.

2. Potential members form by filing with specified governmental entity (e.g. county).  Member may join only by resolution of its governing body.  Any aggrieved party may contest the formation by filing an action in superior court.

3. Potential members file an action in superior court to validate formation of the authority.  Must give notice of the action.  Any aggrieved party may file an objection to the formation.
