A.
General Comments re: Appendix A

1.
To echo comments of Supervisor Snider to move forward in any meaningful way 
to meet the water demands statewide, and to make the entity proposed in Appendix A 
effective, will require tackling the tough issues, i.e., financing whether with the options 
and issues discussed in Appendices B and C or some other approach.


2.
The proposed entity should not replace BoR and/or ADWR in allocating water 
statewide but should have authority to allocate any water resources allocated to the 
regional entity among its own members/contractors.


3.
The proposed regional entity should not be the only entity in an area authorized to 
do augmentation.


4.
The proposed regional entity, consistent with powers and duties listed in 
Appendix A, should be able to serve as a “water broker” and construct infrastructure 
to deliver water to its members/contractors.

B.
Appendix A – Powers and Duties

The powers of limited eminent domain (4) and use of public rights of way (5) are critical 
to infrastructure development particularly pipeline construction.

C.
Appendix A – Revenues and Financing

All of the listed tools are needed, and probably more, if the proposed regional entity is to 
be successful in developing new water resources.
