1. Welcome and Introductions
Sandra Fabritz-Whitney welcomed the Commission members and public. 
2. Review of WRDC DRAFT Supplemental Report
Pursuant to discussion by Commission members, the following changes to the August 17 version of the report were discussed and approved by the Commission:  
1. Tribes should be added as eligible to be members of a Regional Water Augmentation Authority (RWAA).
2. Language changed under Recommendation I, page 2 to recognize that the Tribal issues had been deliberated by the Commission (not just the working group) however, the Commission did not reach agreement on the language that was included.
3. Be consistent with all Tribal references regarding capitalization.
4. Recommendation 1, page 2, 5th bullet should have the 2nd sentence deleted.
5. Add footnote that reads “Nothing in this report is intended to be a recommendation to alter existing state and federal law governing rights to surface water and groundwater”.
6. The Arizona State Land Department was added as eligible to be a member of a RWAA.
7. Recommendation I, page 4, under 1. Board of Directors, delete “of its governing body”.
8. Recommendation II, number 6, remove item b. and turn into a single sentence.
9. Recommendation III (A), delete 2nd sentence and add “The WRDC recommends making a RWAA an entity eligible to receive funding from the WSDR Fund”.
10. Recommendation III (C) deleted.
11. Recommendation IV, change water provider in this recommendation to municipal provider as defined by A.R.S. §45-561.
12. Recommendation VI, page 9, due to concerns with putting in the $100 million number, the first sentence of paragraph 3 was moved to the end of paragraph 2. The 2nd sentence was deleted and the 3rd sentence retained.
13. Recommendation IV, page 9, 4th paragraph, last sentence changed to read “While not necessarily endorsed by the WRDC, examples of statewide funding source include the general fund, transaction privilege taxes (similar to general sale tax in other states), and bottled water taxes”.
3. Next Steps for WRDC
There was a question regarding process. Ms. Fabritz-Whitney stated that, absent any additional comments, it was likely that the document could be finalized via email and that the WRDC would not need to meet on September 7. She noted that the changes would be made and a document posted by September 4 or 5 for review. 
Ron Doba stated that he did not want to meet every month, but that he would like to see the group get back together after the report had been distributed and there had been some time to digest it. Ms. Fabritz-Whitney stated that could be done via email.
Ms. Fabritz-Whitney thanked everyone for their assistance and hard work.
