Appendix  A: General Concepts for a
Regional Water Augmentation Authority


The Powers and Duties of a Regional Water Augmentation Authority (RWAA) with respect to Partnership with Tribal Governments should be guided by the following principles:

The RWAA shall respect the sovereignty of all tribal governments.

The RWAA shall respect the water rights, currently quantified through treaties, decrees or settlements or claimed, of all tribal governments.  Nothing in the powers of a RWAA shall alter such rights in any way.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Upon the formation of an RWAA, it shall communicate with and offer to enter into a partnership relationship with all tribal governments within the service area of the RWAA.  The terms of such relationship shall be agreed to jointly and voluntarily by any tribe involved and the RWAA.

The RWAA shall provide information on a regular basis regarding all ongoing activities of the RWAA to all tribal governments within the service area of the RWAA.

The RWAA shall consult with all tribes with water rights in the basin or basins which may serve as a source of water for a projected RWAA water project.
