The meeting started with a welcome and introductions from Chair Lyn White, Freeport McMoRan.  

STATUS ON POSSIBLE REASSIGNMENT OF DAIRIES AND FEEDLOTS  
Ms. White explained that although ADWR classifies dairies and feedlots as industrial users, it was decided that it made more sense to have the Agricultural Sub Committee address future dairies and feedlots in conjunction with their analysis of Agricultural trends. They will then provide those projections to the Industrial Sub Committee to include in their projected demands. The Agricultural Sub Committee has been given the dairy and feedlot baseline data to review.  
STATUS ON THE RECRUITMENT OF ADDITIONAL INDUSTRIAL SUB-SECTOR RESOURCES
Ms. White gave a brief update on the results of efforts to increase subsector participation in the Commission process. The following new groups have been contacted and will participate in the process:

-AZ Rock Products (Sand and Gravel)


-APS, SRP 
(Electric Power Production, Solar Development)


-AZ Golf Association (Turf subsector)

ASSIGNMENT OF INDUSTRIAL SUB COMMITTEE REVIEW RESPONSIBILITY & INTERIM WORK

It was announced that the Population Committee had completed their population projections. These projections will most likely be used to project certain industrial sub-sectors. Rich Burtell explained that a few tweaks may still be needed for certain basins. A few basins came out with significantly higher numbers than the AZ Water Atlas due to the Area Split methodology adopted by the Population Committee. These basins will be reviewed and their population numbers possibly brought back to the Population committee for review. One basin with significant differences from the AZ Water Atlas is the Aqua Fria. 

Ms. White then reviewed the Industrial Sub Committee’s tasks for the new participants. She explained that a Commission Work Plan and Overview summary exists and asked that it be posted either on the web site or the FTP so participants could access these documents. Ms White explained that it made sense to break up into smaller sub-sector working groups. The sub-sector groups will include a hard rock mining group (Tim Gibson, Freeport-McMoRan, Krishna Parameswaran-ASARCO, Adam Hawkins-Rio Tinto) a sand and gravel group (to be determined), an electrical power generation group (Henry Day-APS and Dave Slick-SRP), and a Turf group (representatives from the AZ Golf Association –possibly Shawn Conner). Sub-sector groups can start working on reviewing baseline data and discussing methodology they may want to use.

REFINE PROTOCOL FOR INDUSTRIAL SUB-COMMITTEE DATA EVALUATION, SUBMITTAL & CUSTODY

It was decided that Tim Gibson would be the person in charge of managing the data that is sent to and housed on the Department’s FTP site. Laura Grignano will send Mr. Gibson the instructions on how to access the FTP site and the necessary user id and password. Mr. Gibson will then send the FTP instructions out to the rest of the Industrial Sub Committee.  Mr. Gibson indicated he would post the updated industrial baseline data for non-AMA basins that included 2008 and 2009 data on the FTP site, along with the AMA industrial baseline data, along with the WRDC mission overview and work plan.  
DISCUSS PROJECTION METHODOLGY CONCEPTS
Rich Burtell explained that there have been a number of studies: AMA Assessments, USBR Feasibility Studies and the Colorado River Basin Study, that have projected water use into the future and that the group can use to help guide them in this process.  

Ms. Grignano stated that she had provided handouts at the last meeting on the basic methodology used in the AMA Water Assessments as well as the Arizona Demand portion of the Colorado River Basin Study. She said that some sub-sectors such as turf demand are closely related to population and simple regression analysis was used to project future water use. Other approaches used more complex methods and she would be happy to explain these in more detail if necessary. She also mentioned that for commodity driven subsectors, such as mining, she used mining professional’s input on the potential of new mines and existing mine expansion (or closure) to determine future potential ranges of mining water demand. Ms. Grignano mentioned that although the AMA industrial baseline data only went to 2006, she could make the 2007 and 2008 Tucson hard rock mining water data available to the group.
DISCUSS AGENDA FOR NEXT MEETING ON JANUARY 6, 2011 – The next subcommittee meeting has been set for 1:30pm at ADWR, on January 6, 2011.  The tentative agenda will include comments on baseline data and a more detailed discussion on projection methodology.  A final agenda will be produced and noticed in advance of the meeting date.
