The meeting started with a welcome and introductions from Tim Gibson, Freeport McMoRan.  
PROGRESS REPORTS FROM INDUSTRIAL SUB-SECTOR WORKING GROUPS  

Tim Gibson began with the hard rock mining subsector by saying the group had almost all of their projection information compiled.  He stated that within the next week or so they should have their projection numbers finished upon review by other Arizona Mining Association members. He said they would have low, medium and high projections for each basin based on mining company estimates that are not linked to population projection numbers. 

Sean Ferris, of the Arizona Golf Industry Association, said that with the help of Chip Howard and industry representatives, they were looking at certain factors such as the number of rounds played per year and population projection numbers to develop their future statewide water demand estimates. They do not think that there will be a direct relationship between new golf courses and new population. They will however, look at the distribution of new population thru out the state in order to determine where new demand may likely occur. Similar to the hard rock mining group they are trying to develop low, medium and high demand scenarios. They will try and have these estimates ready in two weeks. 
Laura Grignano gave a brief update of the sand and gravel working group. She said that they had contacted her several times for data and were working on projecting future demand based on population projections as well as population distribution. 

Dave Slick gave a brief but detailed summary of the power sector water consumption forecast methodology and results (see two handouts). Using mid range populations, the power working group has come up with two different demand scenarios (Scenario A Lower Power Plant Water Consumption Forecast and Scenario B Higher Power Plant Water Consumption Forecast) by using different assumptions for energy production per person thru time as well as power plant water consumption per unit of energy.

The total statewide water forecasts were then distributed into counties and groundwater basins based on the same generation percentages as in 2008 with the addition of the new units at Springerville as well as the addition of varying percentages of proposed solar development in AZ.

DISCUSS REMAINING WORK TASKS AND SCHEDULE
Tim Gibson volunteered to develop a template built off of the existing access data queries that Dianne Yunker has developed with the idea that he will populate this template with the data that the subsector working groups provide to him over the next two weeks.  That way, when the Industrial Subcommittee hands off the data to Ron and Leslie and the full Supply and Demand Committee, it will be easier to incorporate into the access database. Once the template is approved by ADWR, Ron and Leslie, Tim will coordinate with ADWR staff and other Industrial subsector groups to fill in the blanks for their subsectors.  Tim will then compile all the numbers and forward to ADWR, Ron and Leslie to the extent possible before the March 7th meeting of the full Supply and Demand Committee.
It was also noted that in addition to the projected numbers, it will be important for each subsector working group to document all of their methodology and assumptions. This information should also go to Tim and can be shared on the Docushare once assembled.  

DEVELOP AGENDA FOR NEXT MEETING
It was decided that the next Industrial Subcommittee meeting will be held on March 3rd at 9-11am. The subcommittee will review the compiled projection numbers developed by the individual subsector groups, any additional documentation provided on projection methodologies, and discuss any outstanding data or issues.
