There are two action items that resulted from the Committee meeting on December 2.

1. The Committee is compiling a list of potential water infrastructure and supply projects around the State that will be discussed  at its January 9th meeting.  The attached template provides a guide as to the type of information the Committee is seeking regarding those projects.  The Committee discussed creating this list to inform the Legislature of specific water development needs and projects in the State.  This strategy will be further discussed at the Committee’s January 9th meeting. The list may be included in the Committee’s interim memorandum to the full Commission that is scheduled to be transmitted by mid-February. The interim memorandum may also include information regarding the Committee’s deliberations regarding identifying solutions and evaluating legislative alternatives to implement those solutions.

2. A legal subgroup of the Committee is also being created to evaluate the existing statutes authorizing joint powers authorities.  The Committee is seeking an evaluation of the powers and limitations of existing statutes as a potential vehicle for creating an augmentation authority or some other mechanism that could provide partnering opportunities to develop and finance water supply and infrastructure projects in the State.  The Committee will be having further discussions regarding the fundamental question of creating opportunities for on a regional, statewide or other basis at its meetings in January 2012.  The legal subgroup will be meeting sometime in the next two weeks and the meetings will be open to anyone that wishes to attend.  The Committee is seeking volunteers for the subgroup.
