INTRODUCTIONS
REVIEW/APPROVAL OF MEETING SUMMARY FROM 12/6/2010 MEETING
Copies of the meeting summary from the January 10, 2010 were distributed for review. 

REPORTS FROM SUBCOMMITTEES

Ron Doba began the meeting by asking for status reports from the subcommittee chairs. He will use the information to compile a report to the full Commission which meets Friday, February 11, 2011. 
Municipal Subcommittee
Dianne Yunker gave a brief summary of the subcommittee’s progress to date. The municipal subcommittee last met on January 13. They are currently developing their assumptions that will be applied to the population numbers to project future municipal demand scenario. Assumptions being considered are: GPCD data will be based on 2005 Atlas demand and 2005 Atlas population, a 1/2% per year conservation savings applied to existing residential demand, a split of demand by 70% residential, 30% non residential use. Leslie Meyers questioned whether assigning 30% non-residential was appropriate for rural areas. Members of the subcommittee stated that the group had not yet finalized all its assumptions, and that there were issues within the subcommittee that still needed to be addressed so assumptions might change. Once the group has agreed on the assumptions, it was noted, it shouldn’t take long to calculate the demand projections. 
Agricultural Subcommittee 
Laura Grignano gave a brief summary of the subcommittee’s progress to date. The subcommittee is strongly considering the assumption that future agricultural demand will remain fairly constant with the exception of decreases in the AMAs and Yuma area. Feedlot water use will remain constant through time, with the exception of a planned pig feeder in the Lower Gila Basin sometime around 2021. Dairy cow population is expected to increase with human population by 2%. For every 100 people there will be 2 cows needed to meet dairy demand. Each cow needs approximately 105-110 GPCD. The next meeting is scheduled for February 17th at which time Cliff Cauthen hopes to have the projected numbers ready for the subcommittee to review. Once the group feels comfortable with the projections, they will give the agricultural numbers to Ron and Leslie and pass on the feedlot and dairy numbers to the industrial committee.  
Industrial Subcommittee
Tim Gibson gave a brief summary of the subcommittee’s progress to date. The industrial subcommittee has broken down into subsector working groups. The hard rock mining sector is close to 70-80% complete and has been collecting high, medium and low projections from their mining operations. The electric power generation group is also close to completion and is using a per capita energy production rate and electric power plant water consumption per unit of energy to project future demand. The sand and gravel subsector and the golf subsector aren’t quite as far in their efforts and will most likely need extra time since they were brought in late to the process. Both subsectors are working with ADWR staff and will likely use or at least consider population and the economy as factors in their future demand projections.  

Supply Subcommittee
Rebecca Davidson gave a brief summary of the subcommittee’s progress to date. At its last meeting, the group reviewed groundwater demands, natural recharge, storage capacity and projected water level changes by basin for 25, 50, and 100 years. A number of alternatives are being considered on how to determine available supplies. Leslie Meyers proposed two ways at looking at supplies: 1) currently developed vs 2) supplies available to meet new demand. The group is also working on quantifying current surface water diversions, and considering effects of climate change. 
ITC Task Update
Norm DeWeaver gave a brief summary of the progress of the Inter Tribal Council work. There have been two meetings to date. Tribal leaders, water resource managers and attorneys have been involved. They are looking at three different approaches: 1) Quantified water rights: based on settlements, court decrees, etc., 2) Non-quantified water rights: tribes with settlements without specific quantities, pending settlements, no settlements and 3) Future needs vs. current needs, i.e. municipal needs, large scale solar projects. They will attempt to break down the settlement numbers by county and basin, but will need ADWR’s help. Norm requested a map showing reservations, county boundaries, and basins. Dianne Yunker will develop this map.  
POPULATION NUMBERS DISCUSSION

Leslie and Ron handed out a spreadsheet with the high, middle and low population projections for 2010, 2035, 2060 and 2110 using the census split method and for 2110 using the area split method. It was decided that the subcommittees should use the middle range population numbers to develop their demand scenarios. The committee can then evaluate the results. The Population Committee is planning on incorporating both the census split and area split method in their final report. The population numbers can be found on the Docushare site.
GPCD DISCUSSION
Ron handed out a table with 2005 GPCD numbers that the municipal subcommittee had developed based on Atlas demand and population. He mentioned that Bonita Basin did not currently have a GPCD. There are only about two dozen people in the basin. The group decided on assigning 140 GPCD to the basin based on GPCD numbers in nearby basins. 
REVIEW OF SCHEDULE AND NEXT MEETING DATE

It was noted that all subcommittees are meeting the week of February 14th. It was decided to schedule the next Committee meeting on March 7th with the hopes that the subcommittees will have most of their tasks completed by then. The Environmental Committee is also meeting on the 18th and they are currently working on resource tables and maps for each basin.   
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
