INTRODUCTIONS
All attendees introduced themselves.

The tribal report and the supply report is nearing completion.  The WSAD committee will be very close to meeting the end of May deadline for the WSAD final report.

Note: Future supply assumptions associated with Colorado River entitlements need more discussion by the WSAD group.

DISCUSSION OF UNMET DEMAND ANALYSIS TABLES

It was noted that the goal of this meeting was to look at the structure of the results and the methodology without getting into detailed discussion about numbers.  The group needs to have consensus on structure and methodology and then between now and the next meeting, group members can email actual data issues and questions to either Ron or Leslie.  Those questions and issues will be compiled for discussion at the next meeting.

Committee Action:  All WSAD committee members should review tables and data and email any questions or issues to either Ron Doba or Leslie Meyer so that they can be discussed/resolved at the next meeting.

Frank Corkhill discussed the various columns in the data tables.  The group agreed, in general, that the data as presented in this manner was at the proper level of detail and was presented in an acceptable manner.  The following items were listed as items of concern that needed to be addressed:

The column titled “Is Baseline GW Demand Estimated to be Physically Available for at Least 100 Years?”  There was fairly extensive discussion regarding this column and it was noted that it cannot be omitted because it is linked to later analysis regarding the ability to develop additional groundwater supplies.  A potential solution is rewording of the column heading to be more descriptive regarding the data within the column.  Footnotes were another option discussed. Additional work will be done on this column.
The column titled “Percentage of Tribal Entitlements “assigned” to basin”.  It was noted that this column really is a qualitative guess on how much of the actual use associated with a tribal entity is located within a particular basin.  Was derived looking at spatial information coupled with knowledge about where the tribal agricultural or municipal uses were actually occurring. It was decided that the information is not relevant to the table and the column will be deleted.  
Mr. Corkhill concluded the discussion with the final tables that identified, for 2035 only, the basins having unmet demands.  He noted that the process was movement from a semi-quantitative analysis into a qualitative analysis.  Additionally, he noted that basins that did not show unmet demands, may show unmet demands in either 2060 or 2110.
Committee Action:  The Environmental committee was asked to evaluate the columns for Environmental issues and provide additional input regarding presence/absence of environmental issues in the basins.  The Environmental committee representative stated that they were meeting today and they could do complete that analysis and get back with WSAD.
