INTRODUCTIONS

REVIEW/APPROVAL OF MEETING SUMMARY FROM 03/29/2011 MEETING
The meeting summary had been completed and posted on website but was not available in hard copy at the meeting.  Ron Doba elected to postpone approval of the meeting summary until the following meeting to allow attendees the opportunity to review the document online. 
MODEL RUN RESULTS OF PHOENIX, PINAL AND TUCSON AMAs

(Note: This agenda item was heard out of order because Peter Culp needed to leave to attend another meeting)
Meeting attendees were updated on the scenarios for the Phoenix, Pinal and Tucson AMAs using the model developed for the Colorado River Basin Study (Basin Study model). The Water Supply and Development Working Group opted to have the model run using the same existing water supply and demand assumptions used in all of the other basins.  The advantage of using the model to estimate future supply and demand in the three AMAs is the model’s ability to simulate the much more complex regulatory scheme.  This level of analysis for the three AMAs was not possible without the model.  The model results will be compared to the more simple Water Supply and Demand Working Group estimates to see which is a more accurate representation of the three AMAs future supply and demand. 
The following issues were identified as needing resolution before the models could be run for comparison purposes:
1. Turf issues (Demand)

2. Rock products (Demand)

3. Cap on CAP Supply (Supply)

ACTION ITEM:  Committee members requested documentation regarding the supply assumptions in the Basin Study model. 
Once the above issues are resolved, the data will be posted on the DocuShare site.
REPORTS FROM SUBCOMMITTEES
Municipal

The municipal subcommittee work is done and posted to the DocuShare site. 
Agriculture

The muni subcommittee work is essentially done.  The draft report will be made available as soon as some minor formatting changes are made.
Industrial

The industrial subcommittee has broken down into sub-sub-committees based on use sector (mines, power plants, and turf).  Each sector prepared their own reports; those reports are currently being incorporated into a single industrial report. The next meeting will be on January 31, 2011 and they intend to have a decision regarding methodology at that time.

DISCUSSION OF DRAFT WATER DEMAND AND SUPPLY DATA RESULTS
The draft water supply and demand results have been completed and were distributed.  The draft is dated April 27, 2011. It was noted that the data is still in draft form. There was discussion regarding revision of some of the column headings to clarify the data being presented.
ACTION ITEM:  Committee members were requested to look at the data and provide any comment or input they might have to Ron or Leslie.

DISCUSSION OF ENVIRONMENTAL COMMITTEE INFORMATION

An update was given regarding the work products of the committee.  The committee has developed maps and some tabular information; they are finalizing maps by counties that link to basins.  They will not be giving numbers to the WSAD committee but are planning on doing a basin by basin analysis. They anticipate soon posting the following on DocuShare:  draft maps; finalized table; and write-ups that identify environmental features by basin.
DISCUSSION OF FUTURE WATER SOURCE AVAILABILITY WITHIN BASINS
Currently working on identifying sources of supply to meet future demand; still in the very preliminary stages.  Have also started an analysis of draft legal and technical issues.  As an exercise, they decided to pick a few basins and walk them all the way through the process, from identifying demand and supply and projecting it into the future, to determining unmet demand and whether there are potential sources of supply to meet that demand, including identification of and potential legal or technical issues with those sources.  This is a trial run to get the basins selected to the end result that we need to have for all basins by the end of May.  This was presented to the attendees to get feedback on the process.  Additionally, this will enable them to identify what needs to be given to the Financial Committee. The Financial Committee needs something to evaluate off of.  There was relatively little discussion on this agenda item and no action items were identified.  It was noted that further discussion regarding this would like take place in the Supply Subcommittee meeting that immediately followed.

It was again noted that an end of May deadline would be difficult to meet.  There were no additional meetings scheduled.
