Water Supply Development Revolving Fund Issues


Initial issues related to possible changes in the WSDRF statutes:

1.  Protection of adequate water supplies from adjacent pumpers who do not have a determination of an adequate water supply

2. Possible limits on well drilling based on impacts on other wells

3. Unanimous vote by county supervisors required in order for county to participate in the adequate water supply program

4. Proposed rules implementing the revolving fund subject to gubernatorial rule- making moratorium

5. Provide for eligibility for additional water related agencies, including regional water augmentation authorities if enabling legislation is enacted for these authorities; consider whether separate provisions are necessary for an authority as opposed to a “person”

6. Does definition of “water supply development” include permitting/NEPA reviews and other necessary components?

7. Increase maximum repayment period on loans
