The meeting started with a welcome and introductions from Tim Gibson, Freeport McMoRan.  
PROGRESS REPORTS FROM INDUSTRIAL SUB-SECTOR WORKING GROUPS  

Tim Gibson began with the hard rock mining subsector by saying the group had approximately 80% of their projection information compiled. They have been collecting rough projection estimates from each company and then in turn grouping those estimates by groundwater basins. They hope to have their work completed by February 9th and hope to have a summary table to the Industrial subcommittee by the group’s next meeting (sometime in mid February).  Tim explained that hard rock mining was a global commodity and independent of local population growth. 
Dave Slick gave a brief summary of the energy production working group’s efforts to date. He stated that his working group has been proceeding with the proposed methodology presented at the last Industrial meeting. They too are about a week or so away from putting together some preliminary projection numbers. 
It was noted that there is a Water Demand and Supply Committee meeting scheduled for next Monday, February 7th at 10am. Chairs, Ron Doba and Leslie Meyers, will be expecting progress reports from each subcommittee.  The deadline for subcommittees to get their data to Ron and Leslie is mid February. This deadline may be somewhat flexible and will most likely be discussed at the February 7th meeting. 
Sean Ferris, of the Arizona Golf Industry Association, said that representatives from the turf industry meet for the first time last week by conference call. Chip Howard, Turf Science, added that the group discussed a number of factors such as changes in demographics, the effects of the recession, etc. that will all effect future turf water demand. With the recession and changing demographics, he said he wouldn’t be surprised if the state lost golf courses instead of adding new courses. In some areas of the state, there is currently an oversupply of courses. The growing cost of reclaimed water will also be a limiting factor. Mr. Burtell explained that the Population Committee’s projections will soon be available if the turf working group wants to use them to develop their projections. 
There were a number of representatives from the sand and gravel industry present at the meeting. Verle Martz , Salt River Materials Group, spoke on their behalf. He stated that they would be meeting later in the week and were currently compiling data that they thought would be useful to the process. Population growth and construction activity are the obvious drivers of sand and gravel use. The group may need more time since they just recently were notified of the Commission process. Steve Trussel, SRMG, stated that Lyn White had sent him the baseline water data. 
UPDATE ON PROTOCOL FOR DATA EVALUATION, SUBMITTAL & CUSTODY     

Rich Burtell explained that the Docushare site was now up and running and was replacing the Department’s FTP site for storing data and documents for the Commission process. Docushare has more capabilities than the current FTP site. Operating instructions and passwords were distributed to the Subcommittee chairs. Tim Gibson would send the group an email with the Docushare link and directions on how to use it. Once the population committee has finalized the projection numbers, ADWR staff will put these projections on the Docushare for subsector working groups to use.    
DEVELOP SCHEDULE AND AGENDAS FOR ADDITIONAL SUBCOMMITTEE MEETINGS      
 As stated earlier, the Water Demand and Supply Committee has a scheduled deadline of February 28th   to complete its demand and supply projections. There is a possibility that this deadline may be moved a week or so later to allow some groups, many new to the process, more time to complete their work. The work schedule will most likely be a topic for discussion at next Monday’s Water Supply and Demand Committee meeting. 
 The next Industrial Subcommittee meeting was scheduled for February 17th from 3-5pm at ADWR.
