Director’s Corner

On July 26th, Director Fabritz-Whitney will host the Game & Fish Rotenone Advisory Council meeting at ADWR.

Colorado River Management
On July 26th, Perri Benemelis, Manager of Colorado River Management and Tricia McCraw will meet with Salt River Project representatives to discuss the Department’s surface water exchange process.

On July 27th, Ms. Benemelis and Ms. McCraw will participate in a conference call with U.S. Bureau of Reclamation representatives to discuss Colorado River irrigation entitlements associated with Yuma Island farm operations.

On July 28th, Ms. Benemelis, Deanna Ikeya and Don Gross will attend the second consultation with the U.S. Bureau of Reclamation and Colorado River Basin States representatives regarding the continued development of the draft 2011 Annual Operating Plan (AOP) for the Colorado River system. Drafted on an annual basis, each plan reports on the past operations of the Colorado River reservoirs for the most recent, completed year and presents the projected operations and releases from these reservoirs for the upcoming year.  All system operations must be conducted in a manner consistent with the Criteria for the Coordinated Long-Range Operation of the Colorado River Reservoirs.  

On July 28th, Ms. Benemelis and Ms. Ikeya will attend a U.S. Technical Sub-Committee meeting associated with the Bi-National negotiation process between the U.S. and Mexico. The meeting will focus on hydrologic and salinity issues that are associated with the agreement between the U.S. and Mexico to share shortage reductions and for the development of Bi-National water conservation projects to extend Lower Basin Colorado River water supplies

Surface Water Rights Permitting
Dam Safety staff will oversee construction activities at the following dams:

· Magma FRS Dam owned by Magma Flood Protection District for flood control use in Pinal County.

· Plains LPG Dam owned by Plains LPG Services for industrial use in Maricopa County.

The following Dam Safety inspections are scheduled:

· On July 27th, Mr. Charles Merritt, P.E. will inspect the two dams located in Navajo County. Daggs and Millet Swale Dams owned by the Silver Creek Irrigation District (SCID).  ADWR recently made a grant from the Dam Repair Fund to the SCID for completing construction plans and specifications for rehabilitation of Millet Swale Dam for correction of safety deficiencies for severe embankment erosion and inability to safely pass the required inflow design flood.  The SCID is currently seeking funding for construction of the necessary repairs.  Daggs and Millet Swale Dams require updates to their Emergency Action Plans.
Floodplain Management 

On July 28th through July 29th, Steve Dolan will conduct a National Flood Insurance Program (NFIP) Community Assistance Visit (CAV) field tour of buildings constructed within the FEMA 100-year floodplain of unincorporated Coconino County with Flood Control District staff.  The field tour is the first step of a CAV to evaluate and provide technical assistance for the community's floodplain management program. 

Water Management 
On July 26th, Recharge staff Doug Dunham, Tracey Carpenter, and Diane Kusel are scheduled to meet with Deborah Tosline and John Bodenchuk with the USBOR, Mike Block with Metro DWID, Asia Philbin and Wally Wilson with Tucson Water, and Jim DuBois with Pima County Regional Wastewater Reclamation.  The BOR has requested this meeting to request a Director’s Modification to address non-project water discharges to Underground Storage Facility (USF) Permit No. 71-545944.0001, Santa Cruz River Managed Underground Storage Facility and USF Permit No. 71-591928, Lower Santa Cruz River Managed Recharge Project.  Both projects are located in the Tucson AMA.

On July 29th, Manager Doug Dunham has been invited to be the guest speaker at the Arizona Water Well Association Membership in Prescott.  Mr. Dunham will give a presentation of the Department’s Well Permitting Program.
