Director’s Office

On March 8th, Director Fabritz-Whitney will be a speaker at the Arizona Wine Growers Association meeting in Eloy. The speakers will discuss Advanced Vineyard Management. The morning session will focus on Pierce’s Disease: Arizona Case Study. Director Fabritz-Whitney will also participate in the afternoon discussion of Water Issues and Arizona Vineyards. 

Water Planning Division
On March 5th, the Legislative Working Group of the Water Resources Development Commission met to discuss funding possible funding sources for the Water Supply Development Revolving Fund.  The meeting was held at the Arizona Municipal Water Users Association.

On March 6th, staff will attend a meeting with Central Arizona Project representatives to discuss the Non- Indian Ag Water reallocation process.

On March 8th, senior staff is scheduled to meet with Bureau of Reclamation staff to discuss upcoming projects
Staff will continue to respond customer phone calls, emails and walk-ins to assist right- holders with filing their 2011 Annual Groundwater Withdrawal and Use reports (Annual Reports).  Those required to file (municipal providers, irrigation districts, water storers, agricultural users, and industrial users) may obtain the necessary forms by downloading them from the Departments website or by contacting staff, some forms can be filed directly on-line.  Over 485 forms have been filed on-line so far this year.  

Staff will also continue to respond to inquiries regarding the Large System Plan updates, as required by the Community Water System Program statutes.
Staff will also continue to work on the development of the Fourth Management Plan.

Engineering and Permitting Division
Dam Safety

On March 8th, staff will perform a safety inspection of Oro Blanco Dam owned by Oro Blanco Ranch in Santa Cruz County for livestock watering and wildlife.

Floodplain Management

On March 8th, staff will chair a meeting of the State Standards Work Group held at offices of the Flood Control District of Maricopa County.   The Work Group develops standards and provides technical assistance to promote consistent, responsible floodplain management and watercourse use on a statewide basis.  Members include representatives from two urban counties, two rural counties and the Arizona Floodplain Management Association.

Hydrology Division

On March 5th, staff will tour the Buckeye Water Logging area; the tour will be hosted by Buckeye Irrigation Company.
On March 6-7th, staff will attend the Sonoran Institute Workshop “Managing Risk in Decision Making (Responding to Climate and Uncertainty)”.

This week Hydrology staff will work on the following:
