NOTICE OF APPLICATION TO APPROPRIATE PUBLIC WATER

INSTREAM FLOW MAINTENANCE

In the matter of application assigned number 33-96995.  Montezuma Castle National Monument, PO Box 219, 527 S. Main St., Camp Verde, AZ 86322 has filed an Application for Permit to Appropriate Public Water dated February 3, 2012.  An instream flow right is a surface water right that remains in-situ, or “in-stream” and will not be physically diverted or consumptively used.

The application states:

1.
Source of Water:  Beaver Creek a tributary to the Verde River within the Verde River watershed.
2.
Proposed use and amount:  9,409.29 acre-feet per annum for recreation and wildlife, including fish.
3.
Place of use:  within the natural channel of Beaver Creek, beginning in the Northeast quarter of the Southwest quarter (NE¼SW¼), Section 9, Township 14 North, Range 5 East and ending in the Southwest quarter of the Northeast quarter (SW¼NE¼), Section 17, Township 14 North, Range 5 East, Gila and Salt River Baseline and Meridian, Yavapai County, Arizona.
SUBMITTED MAPS AVAILABLE AT THE DEPARTMENT OF WATER RESOURCES

Protests to the issuance of the Permit to Appropriate Public Water may be filed by any person who alleges that the proposed appropriation conflicts with vested water rights, is a menace to public safety, or is against the interests and welfare of the public.  Protests must be submitted either in writing or on a form provided by the Department to the Arizona Department of Water Resources, Surface Water Permitting, 3550 North Central Avenue, Phoenix, Arizona 85012, within sixty (60) days of the date of issuance of the Notice.  A copy of the stated protests must also be forwarded to the applicant.
