Understand floodplain issues in transportation projects,
Utilize design criteria and procedure checklists, and
Understand various local, state and federal permitting issues.

Who should attend: Public and private sector transportation engineers, hydraulics engineers, hydrologists
and floodplain managers/agency staff involved in roadway design, or floodplain and roadway design review.
