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Programs and Initiatives

On February 1st, Ms. Benemelis will meet Central Arizona Project irrigation district representatives to discuss agricultural water demand projections that the State is using for the Colorado River Basin Water Supply and Demand Study.

On February 2nd, Mr. Gross will participate in a conference call with Bureau of Reclamation representatives to discuss the procedures for allocating fourth-priority mainstream Colorado River water entitlements when a shortage is declared on the River. 

On February 2nd, Ms. Benemelis will participate in a conference call with Colorado River Basin States’ representatives to identify and develop goals for the upcoming February 4th meeting with the Department of the Interior.  The purpose of the meeting will be to discuss issues the States have regarding Interior’s Draft Environmental Assessment for the Development and Implementation of a Protocol for High-Flow Experimental Releases from Glen Canyon Dam, Arizona during 2011 through 2020.
On February 3rd, Recharges staff will meet with representatives from Oro Valley Water Utility to discuss possible recharge project locations and permitting options.

On February 4th, Ms. Benemelis will attend a meeting in which the Colorado River Basin States will meet with the Department of Interior to discuss the draft Environmental Assessment described above.

On February 7th, Acting Director Fabritz-Whitney and Assured and Adequate Water Supply Manager Doug Dunham will participate in a meeting with Steven Cleveland Buckeye Town Manager, Mayor Jackie Meck, Woody Scoutten Town of Buckeye, Dave Nigh Town of Buckeye, Ron Whitler Town of Buckeye, and Rita Maguire, Maguire & Pearce, to discuss incorporating water from the waterlogged area into Buckeye’s application for a Designation of Assured Water Supply. 

On February 7th, Ms. Benemelis and Mr. Gross will participate in a conference call to discuss Colorado River System Simulation modeling assumptions that may be needed for the different hydrologic scenarios that are being developed for the Colorado River Basin Water Supply and Demand Study.

On February 7th, Ms. McCraw will participate in a conference call regarding the Grand Canyon Research and Monitoring Center’s High Flow Experimental Synthesis Report. The purpose of the report is to describe what scientists have learned over the past 15 years about the conditions needed to maximize the effectiveness of high flow experimental releases from Glen Canyon Dam. It is intended to assist decision makers and the public by providing information needed to implement future experiments.  
On February 8th, Ms. Benemelis will participate in a Colorado River Basin States’ meeting to continue discussions regarding issues that the State’s have regarding Interior’s Draft Environmental Assessment for the Development and Implementation of a Protocol for High-Flow Experimental Releases from Glen Canyon Dam and the accompanying information provided in the Grand Canyon Research and Monitoring Center’s High Flow Experimental Synthesis Report. The Draft Environmental Assessment for Non-Native Fish Control Downstream from Glen Canyon Dam will also be discussed.
On February 8th, Assured and Adequate Water Supply staff is scheduled to have a pre-application meeting with  Bob Bambauer, Troy Mortensen, and consultants Steve Noel and Nathan Miller of Southwest Ground-water Consultants, Inc., to discuss Section 26, which is an application for an Analysis of Assured Water Supply. 

On February 9 -10th, Ms. Benemelis will attend a two-day Glen Canyon Dam Adaptive Management Workgroup (“AMWG”) meeting.  Issues to be discussed and presentation topics include administrative updates, changes to the AMWG charter, Grand Canyon Monitoring and Research Center updates, the draft environmental assessments for the High Flow Experimental Protocol and Non-Native Fish Control, and the High Flow Synthesis Report.

On February 11th, Ms. Benemelis will meet with Department of Interior and other cooperating Federal, State and Tribal agency representatives to discuss the development of an Environmental Impact Statement for the Long-Term Experimental and Management Plan for Glen Canyon Dam. The proposed federal action is to develop and adopt a long-term experimental plan that will implement a structured, long-term program of experimentation (including dam operations, modifications to Glen Canyon Dam intake structures, and other non-flow management actions, such as removal of non-native fish species) in the Colorado River below Glen Canyon Dam.
On February 9th and 23rd, Ms. Grignano will attend the bi-weekly Hyder Valley Solar Energy Project Environmental Impact Statement (EIS) with the Bureau of Land Management, project managers, and applicant. ADWR is a cooperating agency on this EIS.

On February 14th, the Tucson AMA and Santa Cruz AMA Groundwater Users Advisory Councils (GUAC) are scheduled to meet. The Tucson AMA (GUAC) meeting will include an update on the Tres Rios de Norte negotiations, and a discussion on Central Arizona Water Conservation District’s most current shortage projections and shortage implementations. 

On February 15th, Conservation Coordinator Ruth Greenhouse will attend the Arizona Municipal Water User’s Association regular monthly regional conservation meeting.

On February 16th, Ms. Benemelis will meet with other Colorado River Basin States’ representatives and Counsel to the Department of the Interior’s Assistant Secretary to discuss issues associated with the draft Environmental Assessments for the High Flow Experimental Protocol and Non-Native Fish Control, and the High Flow Synthesis Report.
On February 16th, Ruth Greenhouse will participate in the Central Arizona Groundwater Replenishment District (CAGRD) Conservation Advisory Group meeting at Central Arizona Project which will review the CAGRD Program and the progress made thus far.

Staff will continue reviewing the City of Peoria Vistancia Underground Storage Facility and Water Storage Permit applications, the Water Storage Permit applications for AWBA at Queen Creek Groundwater Storage Facility (GSF), MSIDD GSF and CAIDD GSF and for Vidler at Pima Mine Road and Lower Santa Cruz.

Efforts continue to develop the Program, which is intended to provide a mechanism for the acquisition, development and delivery of new water supplies for water users located in CAP's three-county service area.
