OUTREACH

Governor Brewer has signed a proclamation that designates the week of June 5th – 10th as Monsoon Awareness Week.  ADWR, Department of Health Services, Department of Insurance, and the Department of Emergency and Military Affairs plan to use Twitter to send out information to the public to educate them on the effects that the monsoon has on Arizonans. 

On June 16th, Office of Assured and Adequate Water Supply Staff will be hosting an Assured and Adequate Water Supply 101 Seminar.  The Seminar will include an overview of the Assured and Adequate Water Supply Programs as well as a presentation by staff hydrologists on the requirements for analytical and numerical models that are outlined in the Department’s Substantive Policy Statement.

The meeting will focus on hydrologic and salinity issues that are associated with the agreement between the U.S. and Mexico to share shortage reductions and for the development of bi-national water conservation projects to extend Lower Basin Colorado River water supplies.
On June 1st, Ms. McCraw will participate in a Multi-Species Conservation Program (“MSCP”) conference call. Topics of discussion will include progress on the Laguna, Hunters Hole and Cibola National Wildlife Refuge projects along the Colorado River. The MSCP is a comprehensive, long-term multi-agency effort to conserve and effect the recovery of endangered species, while ensuring the certainty of existing Colorado River water and power operations. 
On June 3rd, Ms. Benemelis and Ms. Ikeya will attend the Water Committee meeting for the Arizona-Mexico Commission. The purpose of the meeting is to discuss water and environmental resource management issues and opportunities for both countries. The Water Committee is co-chaired by ADWR Director Sandy Fabritz-Whitney, Dave Roberts with Salt River Project and three Mexico representatives. The border Governors will be in attendance, as well as the U.S. Bureau of Reclamation's Commissioner and the U.S. and Mexican Commissioners with the International Boundary and Water Commission.

On June 3rd, Ms. McCraw will participate in a Glen Canyon Dam Adaptive Management Program conference call with members of the Budget Ad Hoc Group.  The purpose of the call is to discuss details of the FY12 budget and workplan.
On June 9th, 2011, Ms. Benemelis will attend a Colorado River Advisory Council meeting. The Council is comprised of Department, Central Arizona Project and other Colorado River water users and providers.  The purpose of the meeting is to discuss the status of current Colorado River and CAP water use issues.
On June 15th through the 16th, and again on June 21st, Ms. Benemelis and Ms. Ikeya will attend bi-national meetings with U.S. and Mexico representatives. The meetings will focus on continuing efforts to address hydrologic and salinity issues that are associated with shortage sharing reductions and for the development of bi-national water conservation projects to extend Lower Basin Colorado River water supplies.

On June 22nd, Ms. Benemelis will attend a Steering Committee meeting for the Multi-Species Conservation Program (“MSCP”). The MSCP is a comprehensive, long-term multi-agency effort to conserve and effect the recovery of endangered species, while ensuring the certainty of existing river water and power operations. The MSCP Steering Committee is composed of water and power users and Federal and State agencies participating in the development and implementation of the program. The Committee works with Reclamation’s Program Manager to coordinate implementation of the program.  The purpose of the meeting will be to provide updates regarding ongoing and potential program projects, minor modifications to the Habitat Conservation Plan and to discuss the water accounting agreement for the program.
On June 23rd, Ms. Benemelis will meet with the members of the Central Arizona Project (“CAP”) Board Implementation Guidance Group meeting to discuss the status of CAP’s proposed ADD Water Program. Over the past year, CAP, with the support of a stakeholders group, has worked to develop the Program.  The Program is intended to provide a mechanism for the acquisition, development and delivery of new water supplies for water users located in CAP's three-county service area. An associated water supply acquisition program is also being developed for non-CAP service area water users.

On June 29th through June 30th, Ms. McCraw will attend a Technical Workgroup Meeting for Glen Canyon Adaptive Management Workgroup. Meeting topics will include an update regarding the Department of Interior’s draft environmental assessments for the for High-Flow experimental releases from Glen Canyon Dam and non-native fish control; the development of an Environmental Impact Statement for the Long-Term Experimental and Management Plan for Glen Canyon Dam; and revisions to the FY 2012 Budget and Work Plan and the General Core Monitoring Plan.

Dam Safety 

The following Dam Safety inspections are scheduled:

· Apache County 

· Mr. Craig Brown will inspect Colter and Lyman Dams owned by the Lyman Water Company for irrigation.  Colter dam has a state-ordered storage restriction and is classified as “Unsafe, Requiring Rehabilitation or Removal” due to several safety deficiencies: dam stability, deteriorated or obstructed outlet pipe, excessive/uncontrolled seepage, and the inability to safely pass the required inflow design flood.  Lyman Dam has an identified safety deficiency for lack of an adequate emergency action plan.

· Mr. Brown will also inspect River Reservoir #3 Dam owned by the Pioneer Water Company for irrigation.

· Graham County 
· Mr. Charles Merritt, P.E. will inspect Roper Lake and Cluff Ranch No. 3 Dams owned by AGFD for recreation and water supply.  Cluff Ranch No. 3 Dam has a safety deficiency for the inability to safely pass the required inflow design flood.

· Maricopa County
· Ms. Nicole Spence-Gibson will participate in the detailed inspection, review, and data collection for three dams: 3D-ES1, 3D-ES2, and 4A-ES3, all are owned by the City of Phoenix., located in Union Hills, and are used for water supply storage.

· Mr. Merritt will also inspect Red Mountain Freeway Levee Dam owned by ADOT for flood protection and sediment management for the L202 Red Mountain Freeway.

· Yavapai County 

· Mr. Charles Merritt will also inspect the Lynx Lake Dam owned by AGFD in Yavapai County.  An inoperable outlet valve is the current identified safety deficiency.

Dam Safety staff will oversee construction activities at several dams:

· Black Canyon Dam owned by the Arizona Game & Fish Department for recreational and wildlife uses in Navajo County.

· Magma FRS Dam owned by Magma Flood Protection District for flood control use in Pinal County.

· Park Avenue Basin Complex Dam owned by the Pima County Flood Control District.

· Plains LPG Dam owned by Plains LPG Services for industrial use in Maricopa County.

· White Tanks FRS No. 4 Dam owned by the Flood Control District of Maricopa County.

Dam Safety staff will participate in rehabilitation planning, design and construction meetings for several dams:

· On June 7th, Ms. Nicole Spence-Gibson will attend the White Tanks FRS No. 3 Outfall Channel Partnering and Pre-Construction Meeting.  

· On June 7th, Mr. Ravi Murthy, P.E. will attend a meeting for White Tanks FRS No. 4 Phase I Rehabilitation Project. 

· On June 9th, Ms. Nicole Spence-Gibson will participate in the White Tanks FRS No. 4 construction coordination meeting. 

· On June 23rd, Ms. Spence-Gibson will meet with the Flood Control District of Maricopa County to discuss the rehabilitation of Saddleback FRS Dam. 

Floodplain Management

On June 2nd, Mr. Brian Cosson will participate in a public meeting with Coconino County staff and residents of the Timberline subdivision to discuss flood insurance and other flood mitigation options for residents still impacted by last year's Schultz Fire.  

On June 8th through June 10th, Flood Mitigation staff will participate in the Arizona Floodplain Management Association’s semi-annual conference in Tucson.  Staff will meet with floodplain administrators from across the State and FEMA representatives, and take part in several presentations during the conference. Community outreach efforts are a requirement of our federal floodplain management grants.  All costs will be paid using federal grant funds directed towards these efforts.

During the month, Flood Mitigation staff will conduct a National Flood Insurance Program Community Assistance Visit for the City of Yuma and Yuma County. Each community visit will include an office meeting to discuss procedures for development in Special Flood Hazard Areas and provide technical assistance related to floodplain management.
