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Community water systems are required to submit a System Water Plan update every five years.(A.R.S. § 45-342). A community water system is a public water system that serves at least 15 service connections or twenty-five year-round residents. 

The system water plan has three components:
1. Water Supply Plan
1. Water Conservation Plan
1. Drought Preparedness Plan.
Instructions are listed under each section of this form.


Exemptions 
1. Systems with a Designation of Assured or Adequate Water Supply may skip Part 1: Water Plan.

1. Systems that are located in Active Management Areas (AMAs) and that are regulated under one of the programs for large municipal water providers (serve more than 250 acre-feet water per year) may skip Part 3: Conservation Plan.
