STATEMENT OF PROTEST

For a new application and amendment to an application for stockpond certificate, the grounds for protest are that the claim contains a misstatement of one or more of the following:  date of construction of stockpond, capacity of stockpond on August 27, 1977, sole purpose for which the stockpond was constructed and is used is watering livestock or wildlife, except fish, stockpond is not used primary for fishing or culturing of fish, or pond was not the subject of water rights litigation or protest to the state land department prior to August 27, 1977, in accordance with Arizona Revised Statute (A.R.S.) §45-274(D).
