AMENDED NOTICE

APPLICATION FOR PERMIT TO APPROPRIATE PUBLIC WATER

In the matter of application assigned number 33-92352, the Bureau of Land Management, 

21605 N. Seventh Avenue, Phoenix, AZ 85027, has filed an amendment to an Application 
for Permit to Appropriate Public Water that was filed with the Arizona Department of Water

Resources on April 10, 1987. 
The amended application states:

1.  Source of Water: unnamed washes, a tributaries to Sycamore Creeks, within the Agua Fria watershed.
2.  Proposed uses and amounts: 116,003 gallons per annum for stockwatering and 156,408 gallons per annum for wildlife.
3.  Point of diversion: The Southwest quarter of the Southwest quarter (SW¼SW¼), Section 2, Township 11 North, Range 3 East, Gila and Salt River Base and Meridian, Yavapai County, Arizona. 

4.  Places of use: The Southwest quarter of the Southwest quarter of the Southwest quarter (SW¼SW¼SW¼), Section 2, Township 11 North, Range 3 East, Gila and Salt River Base and Meridian, Yavapai County, Arizona.
5.  Description of dam and reservoir:  1.56 acre-feet in Antelope Reservoir.

Protests to the issuance of the Permit to Appropriate Public Water may be filed by any person who alleges that the proposed appropriation conflicts with vested water rights, is a menace to public safety, or is against the interests and welfare of the public.  Protests must be submitted either in writing or on a form provided by the Department to the Arizona Department of Water Resources, Surface Water Permitting Unit, 1110 West Washington Street, Suite 310 Phoenix, Arizona 85007, within sixty (60) days after the date of issuance of the Amended Notice.  A copy of the stated protests must also be forwarded to the applicant.
