The treated effluent is discharged into the Santa Cruz 
River, where it provides a perennial surface water source to recharge 
groundwater levels and sustain riparian habitat.  Members may discuss and take 
action on providing funding recommendation from the Water Management 
Assistance Program (WMAP) fund to address this issue.
